KWL Chart - Misconceptions

Objectives:
· Student will be able to list information already learned about plants.

Materials:
· Science journal
· Pencil
· Chart paper
· Eraser
· Ruler
· Markers

Anticipatory Set:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Teacher will explain to the students that today they will be the teachers, and he/she will be the student.  The teacher will give each student a name tag with their last name on it (Ex: Ms. Smith).  Students will also be able to put on dress-up clothes to look professional, like a teacher.  Students should become excited and engaged in the upcoming lesson because they will be the “teachers”.

Procedure:
· Students will be organized into groups of three.
· Each group will be given a sheet of chart paper to create a KWL chart.
· The teacher will show the students how to create three columns – One column for the “K”, one column for the “W”, and one column for the “L”.
· The teacher will explain to the students in the “K” column, they should list everything they already know about plants. (15 minutes).
· Next, the teacher will explain to the students in the “W” column, they should list everything they want to learn about plants. (10-15 minutes)
· Each student will have to contribute at least twice for both columns.

Guided Assignment:
· Each group of students will be given a computer to use in the classroom to research the things they want to learn about plants.  Students will be instructed to write down two websites they found that have information about the plant topics they want to learn about.

Closure:
· Students will become the teachers and will “teach” the class about their KWL chart. Rules and procedures for presenting ideas to the class will be reviewed.  Each student will take a turn explaining what information is on their chart.



Assessment:
· The teacher will be able to use the “K” column on the chart to identify student misconceptions. The teacher will talk to individual students about their prior thinking to understand the root of their misconception, in order to strategize ways to address and fix the issue.

Differentiation:
· Accommodations will be made for students with disabilities as needed.  Accommodations are not limited to, but may include:
· Have a scribe write their ideas on the KWL chart
· Extended time to complete KWL chart
· Frequent breaks while completing the KWL chart
· Modifications made while searching the internet
