Photosynthesis Everyday

Objectives:
· Student will be able to compare and contrast the book, The Magic School Bus Gets Planted with their inquiry based bean plant experiments.

Materials:
· Science journal
· Pencil
· Markers
· Crayons
· Ruler
· Measuring cup
· The book - The Magic School Bus Gets Planted

Anticipatory Set:
· The teacher will allow the students to volunteer and share the growth of their bean plants with the class.  Students will be able to talk about their plants and show the sketches they created.

Procedure:
· The Teacher will read the book, The Magic School Bus Gets Planted by Lenore Notkin to the students.  The students will learn more about plant growth and the process of photosynthesis through the child friendly story and awesome pictures.
· The students will read through a short article written by one of the characters from the book titled, “How Plants Make Food” and will discuss it.

· The teacher will hold a class discussion about photosynthesis with the students.
· The teacher will help scaffold the students to see a connection between the text and their inquiry based experiments.
· Students will water each of their plants with 2/3 cup of water.
· Students will document the growth of their plants in the science journals.

Guided Assignment:
· Students will use a Venn diagram given to them to compare and contrast the similarities and differences between their experiment and the text.  The teacher will be walking around the room, and assisting students when necessary.

Closure:
· The students will be paired with a partner and given five minutes to share their Venn diagrams. Students will compare their similarities and differences from each of their charts.



Assessment:
· The teacher will be assessing the students through informal observations.  He/she will make notes of each student’s progress throughout the lesson.

Differentiation:
· Accommodations will be made for students with disabilities as needed.  Accommodations are not limited to, but may include:
· Additional time will be given for class work
· A scribe to write on the Venn diagram
· Larger text
· Assistance measuring water
