Photosynthesis Makes Food!

Objectives:
· Student will be able to list items that are a direct result of photosynthesis.
· Student will be able to create a collage of items that are directly or indirectly a result of photosynthesis.

Materials:
· Pencil
· Science Journal
· YouTube video
· Magazines
· Glue
· Scissors
· Construction Paper
· Smart board

Anticipatory Set:
· The students will watch a quick YouTube video on photosynthesis and how the process creates food for humans.

· The teacher will analyze the video with the students.

Procedure:
· The teacher will create a web on the Smart board
· The students will help create a list of items that are directly or indirectly a result of photosynthesis.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]As a class, students will help create 8 examples of items.
· Students will be instructed to brainstorm at least 5 other items that are a result of photosynthesis, which they will use later in the lesson.

Guided Assignment:
· Each student will create a collage of items that are directly or indirectly a result of photosynthesis using pictures found in various magazines.  Each student will cut and paste pictures on a piece of construction paper to form their unique collage.  Each collage must have at least ten items.  At least five items must be different from those listed in the web. 

Closure:
· Each student will complete a Ticket-Out-The-Door which will be a quick review of the learning and understanding that took place during the lesson.

Assessment:
· 1. The teacher will use each student’s Ticket-Out-The-Door as a formative assessment.
· 2. The teacher will use each student’s finished collage as a formative assessment.

Differentiation:
· Accommodations will be made for students with disabilities as needed.  Accommodations are not limited to, but may include:
· Headphones available to reduce noise distractions
· Pre-cut photos for the student to choose from
· Assistance gluing photos
· A print out of the web created on the Smart board
