Planting Bean Plants

Objectives:
· Student will be able to plant three bean plan pots.

Materials:
· Science journal
· Pencil
· Markers
· Crayons
· Scrap Paper
· Bean seeds
· Soil
· Pots
· Scoop
· Water
· Measuring cup

Anticipatory Set:
· Teacher will explain to the students that they will be learning about plant growth and planting their own bean plants.  Prior to do so, students will watch a short video clip with time lapsed technology to show the growth of bean plants.

Procedure:
· The students and teacher will discuss plant growth.
· Students will each plant three bean plant pots. The procedure is as follows:
· Set three small pots in a row
· Add three cups of soil to each pot
· Add four bean plant seeds to each pot
· Add one more cup of soil on top of the seed
· Pat down the soil gently 
· Add 2/3 cup of water to each pot
· Label each of your pots with your name
· Place each potted plant on a windowsill

Guided Assignment:
· Students will be given five sheets of paper titled, “My Plant Journal”.  Students will glue five sheets in their science journal to use later in the unit. Students will be instructed to fill in the first row which includes: writing the date, what they see, and drawing a picture of what they observe.

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Closure:
· Students will complete a “Think, Pair, Share” (TPS) in which they share their drawings and explanations with a partner.  Each student will share his/her science journal and will discuss what they think the bean plants will look like in 2-3 days.

Assessment:
· The assessment for this lesson will consist of informal observations of the students to ensure they are following directions, working consistently, planting correctly, and completing their journal assignment.

Differentiation:
· Accommodations will be made for students with disabilities as needed.  Accommodations are not limited to, but may include:
· Have a special education teacher help the student plant
· Additional time will be given if needed
· Pots and planning tools can be enlarged
· Headphones can be worn to eliminate noise distraction
· Mnemonic aids or hearing devices can be used
