Sing About Photosynthesis!

Objectives:
· Student will be able to sing a song about photosynthesis.
· Student will be able to create gestures to represent words in the song.

Materials:
· Science journal
· Pencil
· Song lyrics

Anticipatory Set:
· The teacher will play a song for students to listen to about plant growth.

Procedure:
· The teacher and students will talk about the song they just listened to.
· The teacher will explain to the students that they will be learning a song about photosynthesis.
· Each student will be given a copy of the Photosynthesis Song, by Hampton, Moxham, Frey, Uecker, Baade, and Janseen.
· Students will read through the lyrics twice.
· Students will listen to the song being played twice.
· The teacher and students will sing the song together twice.
· The teacher and students will create gestures to represent each part of the song.
· Students will practice singing and making correlated movements to represent lines of the song.
· Photosynthesis Song.docx

Guided Assignment:
· The students will be paired with a partner.  Each set of students will analyze the song and see if they can create any different kinds of gestures to act out during the song.  Students will brainstorm, write down movements, and practice movements.  After fifteen minutes, students will be able to share their ideas with the class.  The rest of the students will vote on which two gestures should be added to the class song.

Closure:
· As a class, the students will sing and act out their final photosynthesis song with the incorporated student movements, one last time.

Assessment:
· 1. The teacher will be assessing the students through informal observations.  He/she will make notes of each student’s progress and work ethic.

Differentiation:
· Accommodations will be made for students with disabilities as needed.  Accommodations are not limited to, but may include:
· Headphones available to listen to the song
· Enlarged text
